Topic

Maths homework will be set on Thursdays and will consist of 3 tasks on Mathletics and a written sheet to take home, to be completed by the following Thursday. Times tables will be tested weekly on a Friday; the children can practise their times tables on the TTRockstars website. A learning experience task will be set each half-term. Reading and discussing texts is very important this year and as well as guided group reading in class, the children will be encouraged to read and discuss texts at home on a regular basis. Spellings will be tested every Monday, Reading Response tasks and comprehensions will also be set. Teachers may set other individual or group tasks to support children’s learning at their discretion throughout the year. All homework will be noted in the children’s planners.
