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Children at Long Sutton will make at least good progress in history and develop their skills year on year to become competent historians who make links in their 

learning and effectively use their skills. The children enjoy their history lessons and are inspired to use their skills in their own lives as well as in school. Assessment 

will take place through pre unit questions or quizzes relevant to the subject and age of the children, which are then revisited at the end of the unit to measure 

progress, understanding and skills. The curriculum leader will ensure through learning walks, discussions, book monitoring and pupil voice discussions that children 

are developing their understanding of history and enjoy their learning.  

History is taught in 

half termly blocks 

and once every 

week.  Some 

history blocks of 

learning will link 

with relevant and 

sequential 

geography blocks.  

History focus days are 

observed and 

celebrated, such as 

Black History month, 

and educational visits 

and days are planned to 

enhance and allow 

children the opportunity 

to gain new skills and 

use their current 

understanding.
